Villerest lake is located on the Loire river, 
between Roanne and Saint Etienne. The ori-
ginal gorges may have lost in depth but 

turned into a long and quiet lake winding between 
villages and castles. The valley is surrounded by 
the Lyonnais and Forez mountains and holds many 
architectural treasures such as the unexpected La 
Roche castle, surprisingly set at the heart of the 
lake. You can visit it, but be sure to make time, 
once in the area, to discover Saint-Jean-Saint 
Maurice, a medieval village surrounded by waters 
which used to be a step on the way of St James.
